Meeting opened by Mike Deming. 
Motion to approve minutes of June 12, 2012 meeting made by Paul, seconded by Betty. All members voted to approve. Motion carried.
Mike welcomes new member Ed Onori from Beardsley Design Associates.

Certificates of Appropriateness.
1. Maxsen Champion- 50 South Street: Application to install a 20 ft. x 30 ft. parking area between the existing driveway and carriage barn. Lawn and planting buffers will be installed to the north and west of parking area. 
Christina – cars will not be visible from the road. Material used will be asphalt as is currently in use.

Motion to accept made by Richard, seconded by Betty. All members vote approval. Motion carried. 
2. Desiree Currier- 35 Grover Street: Application to replace the southeast front porch column with a HB&G PermaCast Column, repair in-kind porch flooring with tongue and groove fir floor boards, and steps and balustrade as needed. Paint and color to match existing finishes.
Kim and Sean Quigley, apartment managers: Post on porch is rotting causing lower and upper porches to fail. Also replacing lattice and painting to match. Re-using handrails and spindles. Yankee gutter to be removed or rerouted to eliminate further damage.

Christina – recommends framing lattice work. Questions porch steps.

Quigleys – replace as needed. Paint to match.

Motion to accept made by Paul, seconded by Richard. All members vote approval. Motion carried.
3. Frank Adam Presutti- 17 Grover Street: Application to repair in-kind the soffit/ fascia, front porch decking, front porch ceiling and porch steps. Replace existing stone sidewalk with concrete walkway. Replace cracked yankee roof drain pipe with new drain pipe. Exterior paint and color to match existing finishes. 
Adam – Broken sidewalk on School St. side will be replaced with concrete. Front porch decking will be replaced with mahogany tongue and groove. Front porch columns to be reset to center. Repair/replace rear entrance risers.
Christina – questions Yankee gutter repair. Suggests metal system, copper preferred but aluminum ok, and paint pole to match. Also match profile of wood as much as possible in fascia.

4. Kevin & Erin Senter- 25 Grover Street: Application to repair in-kind front porch post and tongue and groove decking. Approved by Staff.
